Ancient Anchors in the Nayband Bay: Hypotheses and Theories on the
Findings of Ballast Stones

The Nayband Bay, located along the northeastern coast of the Persian Gulf,
despite the scarcity of historical sources must have played a crucial maritime
role since Antiquity, being the coast of the Gavbandi plain with the inhabited
settlement of Tomb-e Pargu (2nd century BC to 5th century AD). This study
analyzes over 200 lithic artifacts, defined as "stone ballast" or "anchors,"”

discovered in a settlement to the south of the bay). These artifacts are interpreted



as devices used to slow down and stabilize vessels during mooring operations. A
central aspect of this research is the identification of two potential harbours, one
on the northern shore of the bay and the other on the southeastern shore, both
suitable for anchoring. The ballasts, used as brakes, fit well with the
characteristics of the seafloor and climatic conditions of most of the Nayband
bay, making both sites suitable for safe mooring: the only obstacle would have
been represented by the presence of a coral reef along the southern shore, which
would have hindered anchoring in that area.

The study examines seafaring practices, highlighting how stone ballasts,
reaching onto the seafloor through ropes, ensured the stability of ships,
especially in adverse weather conditions. The geographical characteristics of the
bay, with deep waters to the north and shallower, more hazardous waters to the
south, support this theory. Although the northern shore seems more suitable for
anchoring, in the absence of sources and underwater research, it is hypothesized
that the landing took place on the southeast, sandy shore near the mouth of the
Gavbandi river, where ships would have been able to moor more safely. The
research highlights the strategic importance of Nayband for maritime trade,
emphasizing how this site must have been crucial for maritime activities and

navigation in the region.

Hossein Tofighian (Iranian Centre for Archaeological Research, Tehran, Iran)
A review of the ports of the Northern coast of the Persian Gulf during the
Sasanian and early Islamic periods, with emphasis on the historical port of
Nayband
The northern coast of the Persian Gulf has good conditions for the creation and
prosperity of historical ports due to favorable geomorphological conditions,
suitable depth, and communications with inland areas. During the Sasanian and
early Islamic periods, these ports were crucial for the region's commercial

networks, connecting the Iranian plateau with trade routes across the Indian



Ocean and beyond. The most important historical ports of the Persian Gulf
during the Sasanian and early Islamic centuries, such as Mehrovian, Siniz,
Genaveh, Rishehr, Hezarmardan, Najirom, Siraf, and Nayband, were the trade
and commercial centers of the rich towns of the Iranian plateau, and their life
followed the destiny of these centres: with the decline of trade, they gave way to
other ports on the eastern stretch of the Persian Gulf. This study highlights the
impact of historical political and economic changes on the rise and fall of these
ports, with particular attention to the role of maritime trade in shaping local
economies. In this research, the chronological succession of the ports of the
northern coasts of the Persian Gulf in the Sasanian and the early Islamic
centuries will be proposed, based on the information from the historical sources,
land archaeology, and underwater archaeology. A detailed description of the
historical port of Nayband will then be presented. Nayband was a vital point for
maritime trade, acting as a major transit hub between the Iranian plateau and the
wider Persian Gulf region, and played an important role in the sea trade of the
Persian Gulf as the unloading point of Siraf: its location within the coast of
Nayband Bay will be discussed too. This research contributes to a deeper
understanding of the ancient commercial network of the Persian Gulf, offering
valuable insights for future investigations on historical ports and their socio-

economic impact on the region's maritime history.

Mohamed Ebrahem Mohamed (Supreme Council of Antiquities, Egypt)
Recent Archeological Discoveries at Beni-Suef

Province of Beni Suef is located south of Cairo by nearly 120 km and
contains important archaeological sites dated from prehistoric times until the
Middle Ages. The lecture deals with a selection of these sites and underlines the
most important archaeological discoveries that have been made at Beni Suef
province in recent years.

The modern Beni Suef province occupies territory of the eighteenth,
twentieth and twenty-first Upper Egyptian nomes. The lecture will cover works
at five main sites:

1) Ehnasia EI-Madina which is considered the most important site in Beni

Suef and one of the most prominent in Egypt because of its religious
and political significance in ancient times. It was the political capital
for Egypt in the First Intermediate Period (Dynasties 9 and 10). The
most important discoveries at this site include a First Intermediate
Period cemetery, a Third Intermediate Period cemetery and the temple
of Heryshef.

2) Gabel EI-Nour site which is located 500 m south of the modern village

of Gebel el-Nour, 25 km south of Beni Suef and about 1km east of the
Nile.

3) Mazura site located about 40 km to the south-west of the city of Beni
Suef. The excavations started there in 1988 and continued by an
Egyptian mission until 2009. The uncovered monuments were dated
from the Old Kingdom until the Greek-Roman period.



4) Wadi Sannur site associated with prehistoric stone tools industry.
5) Sedment EI-Gabel site which was the main cemetery of
Ehnasia el-Medina. Among discoveries there, the lecture will mention
the tomb of Wag and Khety.

Reviving Tanis: Commemorative Conservation of the Ancient Capital

San Al-Hagar, Egypt
The archaeological site of Tanis, located in San Al-Hagar in Egypt’s
Sharkia Governorate, is an ancient capital of profound historical, religious, and
political importance. This study explores Tanis as a commemorative landmark,

reflecting multiple phases of Egyptian history. It underscores the need for



comprehensive archaeological surveying, mapping, and documentation to
preserve this invaluable heritage site.

Tanis boasts a wealth of monumental remains, including temples,
obelisks, statues, tombs, and sacred lakes, each serving as symbols of its
civilizational significance. These features attest to Tanis’s role as a center of
power and culture in ancient Egypt.

The research advocates for a balanced approach to conservation and
sustainable site management. This includes phased restoration, archaeological
exploration, and the integration of Tanis into sustainable tourism initiatives. A
key recommendation is the creation of virtual exhibitions to globally showcase
the site, increasing awareness of its importance and enhancing public
understanding of its political and religious legacy.

Additionally, the study positions Tanis as a candidate for UNESCO World
Heritage status, emphasizing its cultural and historical significance. The
research calls for the application of

commemorative archaeology techniques to explore new narratives around
the site, focusing on its religious and political functions, especially through the
lens of its temples and obelisks, which stand as enduring symbols of Egypt’s
ancient grandeur.

Finally, the study highlights the essential role of museums, both physical
and digital, in connecting heritage with contemporary communities. It proposes
establishing global digital links to collections related to Tanis, fostering
international collaboration to preserve and celebrate this extraordinary site as a

cornerstone of Egypt's cultural identity.

History of Excavations in Menkaure Quarry Cemetery



This paper aims to study the history of the Archaeological Research
conducted to discover the cemetery located to the south of the causeway of the
third pyramid at Giza plateau, known as Menkaure Quarry (MQ). Since the
beginning of the twentieth century, archaeologists were trying to locate this site,
an endeavour started accidentally when the American archaeologist George
Andrew Reisner was searching to find a suitable location to dump the deposit of
debris from his excavations works in the nearby funeral temple. Reisner
discovered a cemetery consisting of three levels of the northern scarp of the
quarry, which was used to cut blocks for the building of the third pyramid and
the funeral complex of Menkaure. Unfortunately, Reisner did not conduct
registration or documentation works for these tombs, only numbering some of
the tombs. In 1972, the Egyptian archeologist A. A. Saleh worked to the south of
the Quarry cemetery, where he discovered the settlement and workshops of the
workmen of the third pyramid in addition to three tombs. Salih did not assign
the location of these tombs, although he gave a brief description of them.
Between 2010 and 2020, the Supreme Council of Antiquities represented in
Giza Plateau inspectorate conducted excavations in this site to rediscover,
register, and properly document the tombs. The mission successfully
rediscovered three tombs in the upper level of the cemetery, in addition to two
tombs in the lower level. An additional new tomb in the lower level was

discovered in 2019. Work was stopped thereafter because of the 2020 pandemic.
